Julia
was a dynamic and outgoing individual with an
infectious laugh, a fiercely competitive spirit, and a
silly sense of humor. She loved training to become a
doctor and was hungry for mastery of each subject
she came across.While many NYU med students
were developing our burgeoning caffeine addictions
during long hours of study, Julia breezed through
problem sets with enviable ease.What truly set
